Creating a monster
Requirements

You need a written description of your monster that includes:

· it’s complete physical descriptions (use your five senses)


· it’s powers- is it it’s size, it’s intelligence, does it appeal to one of the 7 deadly sins….

· it’s weakness- Greek hero’s have to have a way to win, people may day but the hero will win

· where it lives – it must be a physical place with at least 5 details. 

· how it appears or is summoned- remember Greeks used the monsters to scare their people in submission and behaving. What behavior would cause the monster to appear or act?

· The monster must have a “Greek” name. Most words are derived from Latin so you can search Google for a Latin name that may be related to your monster.

· 1 simile

· 1 metaphor

· 1 personification

· 1 hyperbole

· You must include a synopsis of the significant life event you used as a “muse” for your monster. Use the chart but put the information into sentence form. You do not have to share it with the class but it should be at the end of your written work

You will lose points for cliché’s and poor word choice


10 pts A physical representation of your monster. This can be a drawing, digital art or a 3d representation. They should be colorful and do “the best job” you can. 5 Bonus points will be added for students that create 3D models.

10 pts You will present your monsters to class. You may do this live, as a story teller, or using video.

Pointers
You should create a monster based on a significant life event of your own. The monster should be capable of being used in a Greek Epic. Imagine that Odysseus and his boys would face it.
Many monsters are hybrids

· part human and part animal, or made up of the parts of two or more different            animals. 
· Part human and part plant

· Part human part element (earth, water, wind, fire)

Your monster should have characteristics that reflect your significant life event. Consider the obstacles, people involved, and the emotions involved. However in reading the description it should not be obvious what that event was or is.
