I. Location- The Greeks have to find your monster . This is a good place for personification.
a. Where does it live/ How do you get there? Pick a major Greek or Island and and give directions based on that location. “Northwest of Detroit , a day by foot.”
b. What does the place look like? There are many Greek Islands and no signs saying “Welcome To Hydra” so describe the island.
c. Where is the monster? You still have to find the monster on the island or in the town so  describe where to go and how to find the monster.
II. Summoned-	
a. What behavior would someone be participating in that would make the monster appear? Remember the Greeks wrote these stories to control their people. Many of the behaviors they wanted to stop would be a threat to their power so they had monsters show up when someone was: Greedy, Prideful, Lazy, Curious, Lusty, Anger, Curiosity.
III. Description- this is good place for metaphors, similes and hyperbole.
5 senses- We need to “see” in our minds, exactly what you do so use details and superior words. 
Name- This needs to be a Greek name. Use Google translator for a word that might hint back to your significant life event that inspired the monster.
Power- Why is it a monster? What makes it so hard to defeat? The average man should not be able to, it will take a hero.
Weakness- How does someone defeat the monster? It should not be a simple thing, it must take a hero and there must be action.
